What is the Wisconsin School Choice Voucher Program?

The state of Wisconsin has a program that allows eligible students to attend a participating
private school in grades four-year-old kindergarten (K4) to 12. The private school, on behalf
of the student’s parent or guardian, receives a state aid payment for each eligible student.

Who's Eligible?

All current students are eligible to apply for the program. If your student attends a pubilic,
virtual or charter school or is home-schooled, they may be eligible to apply from any grade
PK4 - 8.

What is the Residency Requirement?

All students must provide documentation that they live in the State of
Wisconsin. Acceptable documentation includes utility bills, W2's, mortgages.

What is the Income Requirement?

Eligibility is based on your adjusted gross income. You may choose to use either your 2018
or 2019 taxes. Choice families must provide income documentation showing that the
family income does not exceed the income limits. Those limits for 2020-2021 are:

One Person - $27,748

Two People - $37,202

Three People - $46,926 (single) or $53,926 (married)
Four People - $56,650 (single) or $63,650 (married)
Five People - $66,374 (single) or $73,374 (married)
Six People - $76,098 (single) or $83,098 (married)

How Do | Apply?

Each year, all students must apply on-line at https://sms.dpi.wi.gov/ChoiceParent/

The application period is February 3 - April 20, 2020.

Follow the prompts to fill out the application.

When you reach the income section you will either need to choose the DOR or DPI option.
- Choose the DOR option if you have filed your 2018 or 2019 taxes and your income is
within the appropriate level.

- Choose the DPI option if you have not filed your taxes or if you have concerns about your
income.

If you have any questions, please contact the school before submitting your application.

Current Choice Families are required to re-apply but will only need to provide residency
verification.

After your application is submitted, the school will contact you for any documentation that Catholic School
is needed.
